A Façade Grant project entailed a significant rehabilitation 
of the historic storefront building at 1514 E. 7th Ave.

masonry repointing and cleaning; wood window and door 
restoration; sign repair; canopy restoration and tie backs; 
parapet wall; glass tile replacement; painting and sealants; 
and repairing and replacing the tile roof.
